Welcome:
The Market aims to build community and provide a viable economic opportunity for hobby stall holders and small businesses alike. The Market provides a great opportunity for you to showcase your wares in a safe, affordable space.
Your support: 
A committee of community and church volunteers manages policy and provide advertising and promotion, preparation and maintenance of the venue. Free live music is a notable feature of this market. 
Trading Days and Hours:
Markets are held, ‘rain, hail or shine’ on the third Saturday of each month, 9am -1pm. 

If the weather is bad, some extra indoor space may become available, please enquire.

What Can I Sell?
Arts, crafts, handmade items, clothing, accessories, jewellery, bric-a-brac, art, photography, furniture, salvaged items, food and drinks, plants, records, CDs, vintage clothing and re-claimed or re-purposed pieces and....... more.

Sorry, no live animals, illegal or poor quality items.
Food Businesses:

Businesses selling food at temporary events such as markets are considered retail food businesses as they sell food to the public and need to meet a range of health requirements.  http://www.foodauthority.nsw.gov.au/retail/markets-and-temporary-events
Before a food business sells at our market, they must notify Bega Valley Shire Council.  The Council’s Environmental Health Officer at 02 6499 2222 will respond to your enquiries.

Site Sizes and Fees:
36 outdoors sites are each 3x3 metres or 3x6 metres. There are a limited 7 indoor spaces. 

Rather than a set fee, we request a reasonable donation. Your donation goes back into the operations of the Garden of Eden Community Project, which includes providing food and assistance to people in Eden including those affected by the Border Fires 2019-20 and CoVid impacts.

Booking:
All sites must be booked for the monthly market each time. Bookings can be made on the previous market day or anytime thereafter. New stall holders will be asked for contact details, insurance status, and sent a map to help locate your site on the day (see contacts below).
Stallholder Non-Attendance:
If a stallholder cannot make it to the market on any given day for which their attendance is registered, notification is required asap. This allows us to re-allocate sites.
Can I Have Exclusive Rights to Sell A Product?

No. Where we can we will attempt to inform potential stallholders, upon booking, if similar products are likely to be sold that month. No vendors will be turned away on the basis of competition.

Vendors must make their own judgement as to the financial viability of their attendance. We regret that at this market no exclusive opportunities can be assured. We appreciate our loyal supporters and do try to keep things stable and predictable for regular attendees.

Insurance:

If your stall is part of your regular business, you need to have your own public liability insurance.  Receipts for taxation purposes are available. 

If sales at your stall are from a hobby you can choose to be covered by our own Uniting Church Public Liability insurance or your preferred insurer. Please notify Michael 0423774735 if this is your situation.

If you have your own insurer, a copy of your Insurance Certificate of Currency must be available upon request of the market organisers.

Setting Up:
Pre-booked stall holders must arrive between 7 and 8.30 am. Unless prior arrangement has been made, late arrivals may find their site reallocated. Rev Michael Palmer is the site manager. He receives site allocation notification from the booking manager each month prior to that market.
Some site tables are available however we prefer stall holders bring everything they need to set up their stall. All structures must be secured against the wind as soon as it is erected. 

Cleaning Up:
Bin space currently caters for stallholder rubbish.  Please sort your rubbish appropriately.  We aim to reduce waste, a dishwasher is available and mugs, crockery, cutlery provided on request.  All unsold items must be removed at end of trade.
Pets: 
We prefer you leave your dog at home, however for vendors and patrons alike all dogs must be on a leash, be safe and well-behaved in public and the cleanliness of our grounds respected by their owners. Exceptions apply for official companion dogs.
And finally, 

A culture of respect and friendly communication is encouraged.  We would ask that stall holders discuss and resolve minor issues with each other.  Any assistance required, complaints, or constructive ideas or questions may be directed to the committee via the organisers at the site or via the contacts below.
